From Your Pastorõs Heart

the budget and ministry needs of our church.  Praise the 
Lord for such a loving church! 

DO HURRICANES JUST HAPPEN?  Some say they 
come simply by natural causes, but that answer is one 
ñcauseò too short.  When we see the destruction of recent 
hurricanes like Harvey and Irma we wonder how these 
things happen.  The Bible teaches that they are first      
decreed by God.  Psalm 135:6 puts it this way:  ñWhatever 
the LORD pleases He does, in heaven and in earth, in the 
seas and in all the deep places.ò 

 Such physical catastrophes are often called ñnatural 
evilsò and they come by that name honestly.  But can we 
really say God did it?  Most folks donôt want to say that, 
but they will admit that God controls the weatherðas long 
as nobody is seriously hurt.  They believe that God will 
comfort during the storm, but He would never create such 
devastation. 

 Godôs Word tells us otherwise:  God is at work doing 
His perfect will, even during hurricane season.  Though 
God owes us no explanations, here are some truths to 
help us understand why God decrees such fear-producing 
events: 

1. God is recognized as powerful and not to be      
disrespected.  God often says that destructive events 
show His power to men (Exodus 9 and 14). 

2. Society is warned of the greatest calamity—eternal 
judgment.  A physical disaster is nothing compared 
with eternal condemnation.  A hurricane is an           
announcement:  ñIf you donôt repent, something much 
worse than this is comingò (Luke 13:1-5). 

3. Some people are deservedly punished for their  
rebellion.  The Bible says Godôs wrath is being       
revealed from heaven against ungodly and               
unrighteous  men (Romans 1:18).  That means NOW.  
Hurricanes are just one of the ways that might happen 
(Psalm 7:11-13).

4. Some true believers are tested or disciplined and 
made stronger in their faith.  The same storm that 
judges a non-believing man may test a true        
Christian, but it will also toughen and purify him for 
the future (James 1:2-3; Hebrews 12:5-11). 

5. Believers may be taken to heaven and some   
enemies of God may be removed from the earth.  
This is a reality thatôs hard to accept, but true     
nonetheless.  God tells us in His Word that our days 
are ordained by God even before one of them is lived 
(Psalm 139:16). He also promises that many         
rebellious people will face a terrible end           
(Psalm 73:18-19). 

6. Godly people are given an opportunity to love 
sacrificially.  Because of the nature of the true     
believer, you will always find Christians on the scene 
helping (Galatians 6:10).  Their love may point many 
to Christ. 

 If God has no purpose in these things and they only 
happen because of unexpected wind and water, then 
thereôs no comfort to be found.  But if He has a purpose 
in mind when it costs us so dearly, we can learn from 
that and even thank Him for His perfect, though      
sometimes shocking, will.
