ANOTHER IMPORTANT ELECTION—Millions of people
across the United States today are asking each other,
“‘Who are you planning to vote for—or maybe against—in
November?” More than | can ever remember | hear many
people say we are faced with a choice between “the
lesser of two evils”. Some say the morally right thing to
do is to choose neither one or they recommend voting for
a third-party candidate or write-in candidate.

Perhaps these words from Christian Ethics professor
Dr. Wayne Grudem can help: “American citizens need
patience with each other in this difficult political season.
Close friends are inevitably going to make different
decisions about the election. We still need to respect
each other and thank God that we live in a democracy
with freedom to differ about politics. And we need to keep
talking with each other—because democracies function
best when thoughtful citizens can calmly and patiently
dialogue about the reasons for their differences.”

No doubt we are faced with deeply flawed candidates,
but we must remember there’s nothing wrong with voting
for a flawed candidate if you think one will do more good
for the country than their opponent. In fact, it is the
morally right thing to do.

The Apostle Peter says Christians are “exiles” on this
earth” (I Peter 1:1). The Prophet Jeremiah told the
Jewish people living in exile in Babylon to “Seek the

welfare of the city where | have sent you into exile, and
pray to the LORD on its behalf, for in its welfare you will
find your welfare” (Jeremiah 29:7). Christians today
have a similar obligation to vote in such a way that will
“seek the welfare” of their country. So the one
overriding question to ask is: which candidate is more
likely to bring the best results for the nation?

Issues such as the sanctity of human life, the
sanctity of biblical marriage, religious liberty and many
others make this election crucial. It will set the tone for
the Supreme Court for thirty or forty years. As the moral
fabric of our culture unravels, the leaders we elect can
either speed up that deterioration or they can slow it
down by giving the church the room it needs to do the
important work that only the church can do. For it is the
church—armed with the Gospel—that can fix human
hearts and lives. The Gospel changes lives. The
church, through the witness of the Holy Spirit, can
preserve a culture, but without the freedom to publicly
do that, it becomes very difficult. Elections in our
country determine that. So pray for God’s will to be
done in this election and be sure to vote. Bro. Bill
